    We conducted 9 training events around the state 

this year to build the skills and effectiveness of 

Sunday School Teachers, children’s workers and 

faithful parents who desire to see lost children 

reached.  
 

    We have After School Good News Club teachers 

and volunteers being trained in Bridgeport, Milford, 

Wolcott, Mystic and Torrington in anticipation of 

new clubs beginning after the new year. 
 

    Over 75 ministry briefings have taken place in the 

past 12 months with 350 people hearing of CEF
®
 for 

the very first time.  We had a display and literature 

table established at the 2011 Iron Sharpens Iron
® 

men’s conference in Hartford. 
 

    Since November of 2010, the State Board has 

added 3 new members and continues to prayerfully 

seek the additional leaders God would call and equip 

to see a ministry strategy to reach all 660,000 

children in Connecticut have access to hear the 

Gospel.  

 

      God in His sovereign control has pruned our 

staff this year, but He has graciously brought new 

staff candidates, experienced temporary staff from 

other states, and new volunteers to usher in this 

new season with great enthusiasm and drive to 

reach the lost.  
 

      The most noteworthy event is this, the heavens 

stood still and rejoiced 35 times for the young ones 

who became children of God this year. All I can 

say is Amen!

time workers around the state with the goal 

to generate clubs, teacher training and 

outreach in the population centers of the 

state.

    A vast amount of support given so 

faithfully over recent years has been 

attached to individual workers who have 

transitioned out of ministry, and with their 

departure the support has departed as well.  I 

am encouraging our growing new support 

base to fund the work that is so desperately 

needed, not specifically the individual 

worker.  As God changes the seasons of 

workers, each new missionary has to start all 

over as ministry comes to a halt with worker 

based funding. It is tragic to see effective 

ministry wither and blow away each time 

there is a change in personnel.
